WELCOME LETTER FROM THE DEPUTY HEADTEACHER
Dear Prospective Sixth Form Student,

I hope that this prospectus proves useful in helping you to make sound decisions about which courses you want to follow in the Sixth Form at Wembley High Technology College. We offer a wide and varied range of subjects and will help you to make informed choices by providing you with opportunities to discuss individual subjects with teaching staff during our Sixth Form Information Evening as well as later during a more structured individual interview with myself or another senior member of staff. 

We are keen to ensure that students choose the most appropriate courses and in this regard you will see that we have minimum requirements for entry into the Sixth Form and for some subjects. We need to know what you wish to study as soon as possible, as certain very popular courses are often oversubscribed and we do have to limit the number of places available. For this reason, it is important that you meet the deadline for applications.
Every member of staff working with the Sixth Form has the specialist knowledge to teach you to the highest level and to equip you with the skills necessary to prepare you for adult life. Subjects are taught by experts in their field, support with preparing high quality university applications comes from a team of trained specialist tutors and members of the Sixth Form Team and Information, Advice and Guidance to support you with your current learning and future possibilities is readily available. 

Last year 98% of students achieved their target grades and went on to study at the University of their Choice. Students successfully apply to a range of courses at a range of the most competitive universities. This year we have students applying to Oxford or Cambridge to study Physics, Natural Sciences, Law, Engineering, Economics, Maths and Medicine. 
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Tailored enhancement programmes and a range of enrichment opportunities are offered to our Sixth Form Students and we would strongly encourage you to take full advantage of these opportunities. We also expect you to participate in wider responsibility positions within the school, working with staff and younger students as positive and inspiring role models.
With the recent opening of a brand new Sixth Form Learning Centre our Sixth Form students have modern state-of-the-art facilities for their exclusive use. As well as having new classrooms, students benefit from having a new library and a Technology Café equipped with learning facilities and resources to support their study and independent research in a professional environment.
The latest College inspection recognised the high quality education taking place at Wembley High Technology College. Inspectors awarded the College an ‘outstanding’ grade overall and noted that in the Sixth Form the personal development and well-being of students is outstanding. The report also noted how good teaching and learning and an outstanding curriculum and other activities meant that students make good progress and achieve good standards. The profile of inspection grades and the Sixth Form’s A-level results place the College in the highest category of colleges nationally.

We expect the majority of our Year 11 students to continue their studies at Wembley High Technology College but we are also proud to welcome a number of students new to the school each year. The Sixth Form is all about preparing our students as young professionals for university and graduate careers. Our Sixth Form students benefit from a dynamic, hard-working and supportive professional environment where an ethos of mutual respect, dedication and sharing of a common aim of achieving individual excellence are always present.
